DOVER—Just in time for National Public Health Week (4/7-4/13/25), the Tuscarawas County Health
Department (TCHD) recently released its 2024 Annual Report which highlights the department’s
essential public health activities to prevent the spread of disease, promote healthy behaviors, and
protect the Tuscarawas County environment. Noteworthy statistics from the report include 155 car or
booster seats provided for area families; 1,329 food safety inspections completed; 3,889 medical
appointments conducted; 5,299 birth and death certificates issued; 13.12 tons of scrap tires collected;
and $2,129,565 in grant funds received.

In addition to details about each health department service bureau, the 2024 annual report notes the
first year since the COVID-19 Pandemic began in March of 2020 when Tuscarawas County births
exceeded deaths with 1,150 registered births in Tuscarawas County residents and 1,106 registered
deaths. The report also lists the top five causes of death and includes numerous pictures and statistics
regarding TCHD services and activities.

“In 2024, we conducted projects to assist those in the Tuscarawas County community who have the
greatest challenges, and we extended our outreach to remote county areas and specific populations
more than ever before,” explained Katie Seward, MPH, Tuscarawas County Health Commissioner. “We
focused on initiatives to elevate community conditions and enhance the overall quality of life for
everyone in our county.”

Seward added, “l want to express my heartfelt gratitude to our committed team of public health
professionals, our Board of Health members, and our community partners who play a critical role in our
achievements. We remain dedicated to enhancing our services and programs to continue serving our

community.”
