Additionally, through thd-ederally fundedntegrated Harm Reduction Grant, TCHD has plased
additionaldistribution NaloxBoxes in the communifyach NaloxBox is a container that provides public
access to free naloxone kits partnership with the New Philadelphia Municipal Court and the New
Philadelphia City Health Department, one NaloxBox is located inside the New Philadelphia Municipal
Court Building (166 E. High Ave, New Phila), on the first floor, outside of the probéice. In

partnership wih Tuscarawas County Job and Family Services (388t1SW, New Phila), one NaloxBox

is located irtheir lobby near the front deskSince these additional NaloxBoxes were placed in July, 60
naloxone kits have been distributed to community members, with no questions asked, thanks to the
convenient boxes. The NaloxBoxes are accessible to the public during normal business hours for each
location.

TCHD still has the distribution NaloxBox that was placed in their lobby in August of 2024 for Overdose
Awareness Day and National Recovery Month. Since this box was placed just over a year ago, more than
250 naloxone kits have been distributed out of il. aloxBoxes are easy to use and include clear
instructions for naloxone administration.
